to Receive 2008 Marjorie Braude Award








LOS ANGELES (October 8, 2008)—Leah Aldridge, advisor and consultant to the violence prevention organization Peace Over Violence (POV), will receive the 2008 Dr. Marjorie Braude Award this Friday for her work in the area of violence prevention.


Aldridge will be joining forces with Los Angeles Mayor Antonio Villaraigosa and other city officials this week to help victims of domestic violence. The City of Los Angeles will participate in HopeLine, a national effort to collect used wireless phones and accessories that will be refurbished to benefit local shelters and nonprofit organizations that focus on domestic violence prevention and awareness. 


At the Oct. 10 kickoff for HopeLine, the City of Los Angeles Domestic Violence Task Force will also release a report on teen dating violence. Aldridge and Mayor Villaraigosa will be joined at the City Hall event by City Attorney Rocky Delgadillo; City Council President Jack Weiss; John Palmer, southern California regional president of Verizon Wireless, and members of the City of Los Angeles Domestic Violence Task Force.


“As we mark Domestic Violence Awareness Month, I am proud to join this effort to prevent violence in the City of Los Angeles,” Aldridge said.


Aldridge began working for POV as a volunteer in 1989 and joined the staff in 1990.  As the Associate Director of Youth Violence Prevention, she supervised the development, implementation and direction of violence prevention programs impacting youth, their families and the community.  Today, Aldridge works as a consultant to POV’s Prevention Services Division.
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Aldridge is an accomplished facilitator and trainer who has trained domestic/sexual violence prevention advocates; youth service providers; law enforcement and medical professionals, and school-based personnel statewide and nationally.  She co-authored In Touch With Teens, POV’s nationally identified model program for relationship violence prevention for youth; Off Limits, a handbook for sexual harassment prevention, and TheaterPeace, a curriculum for peer leaders that incorporates theater and role-play into relationship violence prevention education.


Formerly called Los Angeles Commission on Assaults Against Women, or LACAAW, Peace Over Violence is a social service agency dedicated to building healthy relationships, families and communities free from sexual, domestic and interpersonal violence.
